Li Ao’s two speeches help bring trip to climax

　　The “Chinese Culture” trip to the mainland by Li Ao, a prominent writer living in Taiwan, 
came to a climax when he gave a speech at Tsinghua University on Friday in Beijing, following 
his speech on Wednesday at Peking University.

　　In the speech, he claimed that China had never been as prosperous as it is today.

　　He said that the Communist Party of China is “the only party” that can take China on to 
global success.

　　In a similar vein, Li, in his speech at Peking University, said that young students should not 
only care about themselves and he encouraged them to build the confidence to shoulder 
responsibility for their motherland.

　　Li, born in 1935 in Northeast China’s Heilongjiang Province, spent most of his first 14 years 
in Beijing before leaving for Taiwan in 1949. Aside from his speeches in Beijing, he visited the 
Palace Museum, his primary school teacher and had a reunion with his primary school classmates.

　　As a television talk show host with the Hong Kong Phoenix Cable TV Network, Li, an ardent 
supporter of China’s reunification and an earnest scholar, has cultivated a large following on the 
mainland.

　　As a result, his two speeches, broadcast live over Phoenix TV, attracted a lot of public 
attention. Students from colleges and universities outside of Beijing came to the capital especially 
to follow Li’s tour. They wore white shirts embroidered with Chinese characters welcoming Li 
home.

　　Meanwhile, students at the two leading universities gave mixed comments on Li’s speech.

　　“As far as I know, most of the students on campus or on the Net praised Li Ao’s speech,”

　　This is a holiday widely celebrated with different names in many countries. Although it 
originated as a religious holiday, it has lost its religious connections in the United States. It is now 
celebrated largely as a children’s day, and many American children look forward to it for days and 
weeks beforehand.

　　The orange pumpkin is harvested at this time of year and is hollowed out, a funny face cut 
into it, and a candle placed inside as a decoration in the window. City folks, nowadays, sometimes 
use paper pumpkins for decorations.

　　Grown-ups know that people and objects are solid. At the movies, we know that if we reach 
out to touch Tom Cruise, all we will feel is air. But does a baby have this understanding?

　　To see whether babies know objects are solid, T. Bower designed a method for projecting an 
optical illusion（视觉影像）of a hanging ball. His plan was to first give babies a real ball, one they 
could reach out and touch, and then to show them the illusion. If they knew that objects are solid 
and they reached out for the illusion and found empty air, they could be expected to show surprise 
in their faces and movements. All the 16-to-24-week-old babies tested were surprised when they 
reached for the illusion and found that the ball was not there.

　　Grown-ups also have a sense of object permanence. We know that if we put a box in a room 
and lock the door, the box will still be there when we come back. But does a baby realize that a 
ball that rolls under a chair does not disappear and go to never-never land?

　　Experiments done by Bower suggest that babies develop a sense of object permanence when 
they are about 18 weeks old. In his experiments, Bower used a toy train that went behind a screen. 
When 16-week-old and 22-week-old babies watched the toy train disappear behind the left side of 
the screen, they looked to the right, expecting it to reappear. If the experimenter took the train off 
the table and lifted the screen, all the babies seemed surprised not to see the train. This seems to 
show that all the babies had a sense of object permanence But the second part of the experiment 
showed that this was not really the case. The researcher substituted（替换）a ball for the train when 
it went behind the screen. The 22-week-old babies seemed surprised and looked back to the left 
side for the train. But the 16-week-old babies did not seem to notice the switch（更换）. Thus, the 
16-week-old babies seemed to have a sense of “something permanence,” while the 22-week-old 
babies had a sense of object permanence related to a particular object.

　　People can be addicted to different things—e. g. alcohol, drug, certain foods, or even 
television. People who have such an addiction are compulsive（强迫的）.they have a very powerful 
psychological need that they feel they must satisfy. According to psychologists, many people are 
compulsive spenders. They feel that they must spend money. This compulsion, like most others, is 
impossible to explain reasonably. For compulsive spenders who buy on credit（以赊欠方式）, 
charge accounts are even more exciting than money. In other words, compulsive spenders feel that 
with credit, they can do anything. Their pleasure in spending large amounts is actually greater than 
the pleasure that they get from the things they buy.

　　There is even a special psychology of bargain hunting. To save money, of course, most 
people look for sales, low prices, and discounts. Compulsive bargain hunters, however, often buy 
things that they don’t need just because they are cheap. They want to believe that they are helping 
their budgets（预算）, but they are really playing an exciting game. When they can buy something 
for less than other people, they feel that they are winning. Most people, experts claim, have two 
reasons for their behavior: a good reason for the things that they do and the real reason.

　　It is not only scientists, of course, who understand the psychology of spending habits, but 
also business people. Stores, companies, and advertisers use psychology to increase business. 
They consider people’s needs for love, power, or influence, their basic values, their beliefs and 
opinions, and so on in their advertising and sales methods.
